4. Specific amounts of the award will vary annually based on investment returns and previous
year spending.

ii) demonstrates mature and insightful behavior
iii) serves as an exemplary role model for students
iv) interacts constructively with colleagues

C. Teaching Methods – the student teacher…
i) enhances the learning opportunities for the student
ii) diagnoses, prescribes, and evaluates individual student progress
iii) implements creative and purposeful materials and activities
iv) demonstrates leadership qualities in time management and overall organizational

skills
