Argiers Science Complex

· A handicap ramp was installed at the north entrance.

· A power door operator was installed at the main entrance.

· A power door operator was added at the south entrance.

· All first floor doorways, entrances, and exits were made ADA-complaint.

· A power door operator was added to the north entrance.

· Bathroom stalls were modified for wheelchair accessibility.

· An elevator was added to the front of the building.

· Power door operators were added at the north entrance.

· Power sliding doors were added at the north and south entrances.

· Power door operators were added at the north entrance.

· Power door operators were added to the conference center entrance and the student lobby entrance.

· Power door operators were added at the east and west entrances.

· One classroom was modified with assistive technology for those with hearing impairments.

· Power door operators were added at the west entrance.

· ADA-compliant restrooms were added in the lobby.

· Power door operators were added at the north and south entrances.

Lenhart Hall

· Power door operators were added at the south entrance.

· An elevator was added to the front of the building.

· Accessible restrooms were added.

· A ramp was added at the west entrance.

· A power door operator was added at the east and west entrances.

· ADA signage was installed on all floors.

Lyle Dining 

· An ADA-compliant ramp was added at the entrance.

· Accessible restrooms were added.

· Power door operators were added at the west entrance.

· The restrooms were modified for wheelchair accessibility.

· Power door operators were added at the north, south and west entrance.

· A power door operator was added at the front entrance.

· Exterior doors were enlarged and made ADA-compliant.

· Power door operators were added at the three west entrances.

· New ADA signage was installed.

· Showers were modified for wheelchair access.

· Power door operators were added at the north, west and south entrances.

· Power door operators were added at the east, northwest and southwest entrances.

· Power door operator installed on west entrance.

· An ADA-compliant ramp was installed.

Miscellaneous Improvements

· A portable wheelchair lift was purchased and is used to allow access to raised platforms and stages for those who use wheelchairs. 
· Assistive crossing devices were installed at the George and Frederick Street intersection that allows those with visual impairments to more safely cross the intersection.  Curb cuts were redesigned and installed to be ADA-complaint.  Sidewalks were redesigned and improved for better mobility. 

· Usable Net was purchased which is software that enables those with handicaps to easily access and use the information on the MU web page.

Many more ADA improvements were made to campus buildings and grounds during this ten year period as part of planned construction and renovation projects.
