Departmental honors provides an opportunity for highly motivated and superior students to pursue a specialized area of interest intensively and independently.  Students must have successfully completed the Social Work Research (SOWK 330) course and have a minimum overall GPA of 3.25 and a minimum overall major GPA of 3.5.  Working under the supervision of a faculty mentor, students will propose, conduct, and defend a research thesis over a minimum of two semesters.  Typically, these semesters will be the spring semester of the junior year and fall semester of the senior year.  Students will register for 3.0 credits of SOWK 489 Honors Research Proposal the first semester and 3.0 credits of SOWK 499 Honors Thesis the second semester.  The final thesis will be examined by and orally defended before the departmental committee.  A grade of B or higher must be earned.  The thesis is then presented to the Honors and Awards Committee for review.  Students who successfully complete/defend the thesis are recognized for their achievement at graduation with the designation of Departmental Honors on the diploma and University record.  Titles of completed works are also published in the commencement program.
