15.0	credit	hours	at	Millersville,	including	PSYC	100,	with	a	Quality	Point	Average	(QPA)
of	at	least	2.25	and	with	application	to	and	approval	of	the	chairperson	of	the
Psychology	Department.

3. Non-degree and continuing education students must be admitted to the Psychology major by
the	Office	of	Admissions.

B. Policies for Retention in the Major
1. University	requirements	for	retention.
2. Students	with	0-59.5	credits	and	a QPA	below	2.0	will	be	placed	on	probation-in-the-major.

The	Psychology	Department	will specify	minimal	achievement	during	the	probationary
semester necessary to continue in the major. If not successful in meeting the requirments
