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You may or may not have recognized the
image on the cover of this issue of the
Marauding MU Historian. This beautiful
structure, believe it or not, was once the
science building on Millersville University’s
campus. An article in the Normal Journal
(available in MU’s digital archives) from
November of 1892 mentions anticipation of
the completion of the “building for the
physical sciences and mechanical arts.”
Today we can only imagine how it would be
to have the privilege to study in such a
beautiful example of Romanesque
architecture, as the building was, sadly,
demolished in 1962. While we may not
have this piece of our campus’ past
remaining, we do still have Dutcher,
Biemsderfer, Hash, and Luek Halls, which
each represent a piece of Millersville’s

history to be treasured.

Bermuda Internship Summer 2023

On July 1, 2023, six Millersville students—Jill Bergin, Jack
Feinberg, Amanda Hardin, Zachary Kelly, Kaleb Swartz, Ty
Tempalski—undertook a research consultancy at the National
Museum of Bermuda and on behalf of the Millersville University
Atlantic World Center.
